This assignment asks you to use some form of art to express your perspective on the literature studied throughout the course.  You may focus on only one work or group works together thematically.  You will do a short (5 minutes max) presentation of your project to the class and must also write an explanation/reflection/ analysis of the process and significance of making your project to turn in to me along with the project.  (I will provide a much fuller explanation of this assignment later, along with examples of previous projects.)  Media can include: writing (poetry, alternate versions of stories etc.), drawing, sculpting, scrapbooks, altered books, videos (5 minute rule still applies) or artifacts such as quilts, charts, mosaics, jewelry.  You can made food, write a song, build a model, sew a book, string a puppet-- the possibilities are totally endless.

Using a recent photograph of yourself (head shot) blown up to 8 by 10 size (use Photoshop, Xerox machine, scanner; or go to Class of 1941 Studio for help) and text chosen from the works we have read this semester, construct a self-portrait that embodies the ideas, images, words that you will take away form this class, the things that moved you most, the passages that resonated with your life experiences(as the Quakers would say, “spoke to your condition”), the words that you will keep filed in your memory as immortal truths on spiritual 3 by 5 cards.   
You can write the text on by hand, cut and paste it with glue and scissors, compose it in Word or any other program.  You can do black and white or any colors you want.
